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Introduction

This report contains detailed tourism forecasts for the
Auckland RTO area that can be used to support local
tourism investment, planning and development. The
annual forecasts cover the period 2009-2015 and
provide estimates of future visits and visitor nights
segmented by the origins of international and domestic
travellers, purpose of travel and type of travel (day and
overnight trips).

More information can be found in electronic format in
the regional pivot tables which can be downloaded from
www.tourismresearch.govt.nz/forecasts. The regional
pivot tables allow users to view historical and forecast
data at the regional level in both tabular and graphical
form.

The historical data is derived from the International
Visitor Survey (IVS) and the Domestic Travel Survey
(DTS). The Ministry of Tourism acknowledges that the
statistical sampling error in some regions is quite high
and it continues to put measures in place to improve
future accuracy.

Definitions of Key Tourism Measures

Domestic

For example, these regional forecasts are driven off data
that has been smoothed to reduce the volatility caused
by small sample sizes. The smoothing process involves
combining data across multiple time periods in small
sample areas to show long-term trends and relativities.
The result is much smoother historical data that
preserves regional differences and more accurately
represents the underlying growth trends.

The IVS and DTS data has also been adjusted to
include travel by children under 15 years of age who fall
outside the scope of the surveys. In addition, some
government and business travel is not captured in the
DTS because it is primarily a household survey.

Forecasts of regional tourism spend are not available in
the current series, and will be produced once a new
methodology has been developed.

A review and update of the forecasts will be conducted
and released in early 2010.

International

Summary for Auckland RTO

Total Visits

ATotal visits by travellers to Auckland RTO are forecast to
rise from 12.50m in 2008 to 13.66m in 2015 - an
increase of 9.3% (1.16m) or 1.3% p.a.

Alnternational visits are expected to increase from 2.49m
in 2008 to 2.95m in 2015, representing growth of
461,000 or 18.5%. The share of total visits generated by
international visitors is expected to increase from 19.9%
to 21.6%.

ADomestic visits are expected to increase from 10.00m in
2008 to 10.71m in 2015, representing growth of 702,100
or 7.0%. The share of total visits generated by domestic
visitors is expected to decrease from 80.1% to 78.4%.

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Total Visitor Nights

ATotal visitor nights in Auckland RTO are forecast to rise
from 24.26m in 2008 to 27.19m in 2015 - an increase of
12.1% (2.93m) or 1.6% p.a.

Alnternational visitor nights are expected to increase
from 17.45m in 2008 to 20.11m in 2015, representing
growth of 2.66m or 15.2%. The share of total visitor
nights generated by international visitors is expected to
increase from 71.9% to 73.9%.

ADomestic visitor nights are expected to increase from
6.81m in 2008 to 7.08m in 2015, representing growth of
277,000 or 4.1%. The share of total visitor nights
generated by domestic visitors is expected to decrease
from 28.1% to 26.1%.

1. Visits to Auckland RTO

Total Visits

Aln 2008 international and domestic travellers made a
total of 12.50m visits to Auckland RTO. International
overnight travellers accounted for 2.21m (17.7%) of
these visits, domestic overnight travellers 3.64m
(29.2%), international day travellers 283,100 (2.3%) and
domestic day travellers 6.36m (50.9%).

ABy 2015 total visits to Auckland RTO are forecast to
increase by 1.16m (9.3%) to 13.66m, with international
overnight visits up 413,200 (18.7%) to 2.62m, domestic
overnight visits up 134,100 (3.7%) to 3.78m,
international day visits up 47,800 (16.9%) to 330,900
and domestic day visits up 568,000 (8.9%) to 6.93m.

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International Visits

Aln 2008 holiday travellers generated 55.9% of
international overnight to Auckland RTO,
travellers visiting friends and relatives (VFR) 25.3%,
business travellers 9.9%, education travellers 3.9% and
other travellers 5.1%. This distribution is not expected
to change greatly over the forecast period.

AHoliday travellers generated 47.4% of international day
visits to Auckland RTO in 2008, VFR travellers 35.9%,
business travellers 6.2%, education travellers 4.9% and
other travellers 5.6%. No significant change in the
purpose composition is expected between 2008 and
2015.

Domestic Visits

Aln 2008 holiday travellers generated 38.2% of domestic
overnight visits to Auckland RTO, VFR travellers 41.8%,
business travellers 16.2%, education travellers 1.3%
and other travellers 2.5%. This distribution is not
expected to change greatly over the forecast period.

AHoliday travellers generated 40.8% of domestic day
visits to Auckland RTO in 2008, VFR travellers 32.0%,
business travellers 21.6%, education travellers 1.5%
and other travellers 4.2%. No significant change in the
purpose composition is expected between 2008 and
2015.

International Visits

Alnternational visits to Auckland RTO are expected to
increase from 2.49m in 2008 to 2.95m in 2015,
representing growth of 461,000 or 18.5%.

ATravellers from Australia accounted for the largest share
of international visits to Auckland RTO in 2008 at
30.8%, followed by the United Kingdom at 14.5% and
the United States at 8.3%.

Aln 2015 the largest share of international visits to
Auckland RTO is expected to come from Australia at
32.1%, followed by the United Kingdom at 12.4% and
China at 9.2%.

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Domestic Visits

ADomestic visits to Auckland RTO are expected to
increase from 10.00m in 2008 to 10.71m in 2015,
representing growth of 702,100 or 7.0%.

ATravellers from Auckland accounted for the largest
share of domestic visits to Auckland RTO in 2008 at
49.0%, followed by Waikato at 20.7% and Northland at
8.6%.

Aln 2015 the largest share of domestic visits to Auckland
RTO is expected to come from Auckland at 49.9%,
followed by Waikato at 20.3% and Northland at 8.4%.

3. Visitor Nights in Auckland RTO

Total Visitor Nights

Aln 2008 international and domestic travellers spent a
total of 24.26m visitor nights in Auckland RTO.
International travellers accounted for 17.45m (71.9%) of
these nights and domestic travellers the remaining
6.81m (28.1%).

ABy 2015 total visitor nights in Auckland RTO are
forecast to increase by 2.93m (12.1%) to 27.19m, with
international visitor nights up 2.66m (15.2%) to 20.11m
and domestic visitor nights up 277,000 (4.1%) to 7.08m.

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International Visitor Nights

Aln 2008 holiday travellers generated 24.3% of
international visitor nights spent in Auckland RTO,
travellers visiting friends and relatives (VFR) 38.3%,
business travellers 7.7%, education travellers 11.8%
and other travellers 17.9%. This distribution is not
expected to change greatly over the forecast period.

Domestic Visitor Nights

Aln 2008 holiday travellers generated 35.5% of domestic
visitor nights spent in Auckland RTO, VFR travellers
44.3%, business travellers 15.7%, education travellers
1.3% and other travellers 3.2%. No significant change
in the purpose composition is expected between 2008
and 2015.

International Visitor Nights

Alnternational visitor nights in Auckland RTO are
expected to increase from 17.45m in 2008 to 20.11m in
2015, representing growth of 2.66m or 15.2%.

ATravellers from Australia accounted for the largest share
of international visitor nights in Auckland RTO in 2008 at
16.3%, followed by the United Kingdom at 13.2% and
China at 6.5%.

Aln 2015 the largest share of international visitor nights in
Auckland RTO is expected to come from Australia at
16.2%, followed by the United Kingdom at 11.8% and
China at 7.4%.

ADomestic visitor nights in Auckland RTO are expected
to increase from 6.81m in 2008 to 7.08m in 2015,
representing growth of 277,000 or 4.1%.

ATravellers from Auckland accounted for the largest
share of domestic visitor nights in Auckland RTO in
2008 at 20.5%, followed by Waikato at 14.4% and
Wellington at 14.4%.

Aln 2015 the largest share of domestic visitor nights in
Auckland RTO is expected to come from Auckland at
19.8%, followed by Waikato at 14.6% and Wellington at
14.6%.
